History: Mr. Pearson came after about three months. He has been seeing the cardiologist in the meantime. He came in today because few weeks ago he developed maculopapular eruptions over his both legs and he tried to put some kind of Vaseline cream, which has made the lesions almost little whitish in color and he states he has taken showers, but the medicine is not going away nor the hypopigmentation of the rash on both legs. I told him that I was unaware of this rash and its etiology. He is not taking any new medication. He is also giving history of bilateral leg edema also. I told him probably that is because of amlodipine 10 mg, which can give rise to the edema. I think the first thing is the patient needs to see a dermatologist for his rash. I have prescribed him some fluocinonide 0.05% cream to be applied over the rash. He is sent to Dr. Weaver or Dr. Childs. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
