History: Mr. Doub is a 72-year-old white male who is probably going to need bilateral knee replacement surgery. He is getting ready for it. He states there is a history of transitional cell cancer of the bladder. He has had cystoscopy x2 with Dr. Bhavsar and that Dr. Bhavsar stated after the last cystoscopy he noted that the previously inflamed areas in his bladder are healed, but new areas of inflammation present and he suggests him using a new urologist for a second opinion because he has no idea what is going on. The second thing is he states Claritin or Flonase is not helping his nasal allergies and would like a new medicine. I have started him on Astepro nasal spray and we will see how he responds. The third thing that we discussed today was the patient’s labs showed he is anemic and I do not think anybody would operate on him with low hemoglobin, so I have ordered another CBC and we will do iron and iron-binding capacity and see where his hemoglobin stands. The patient understands plan of treatment. So, he is going to get the labs done. I have changed his nasal spray. He states the Mark Cuban Pharmacy in Florida is going to send him the ranolazine. He states no cardiologist office was ready to fill the prescription and sent it to Mark Cuban Pharmacy and I am just trying to help Mr. Doub get the medicine because it is much expensive if he buys it from here or from UnitedHealthcare Optum. So, he is going to get the labs done and see me in the office in couple of weeks.
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
