The patient presents with complaints of headaches, stomachache, and feeling feverish started today.
PRESENT ILLNESS/CHIEF COMPLAINT: Questionable fever last night, felt warm with complaints of upper abdominal pain intermittent with frontal headache and decreased appetite, questionable cough. Mother states she had similar illness two weeks ago, seen by pediatrician, *__________* with spontaneous clearing without antibiotics.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.9. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Tympanic membranes negative for inflammation. Pharynx with apparent slight inflammation. Neck: Supple without definite adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without guarding with reported 1+ upper abdominal tenderness and 2+ lower abdominal tenderness, again without guarding or evident pain. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient has strep test performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: The patient with fever, headache, questionable apparent pharyngitis, and abdominal pain.
PLAN: Discussed with mother and recommended observation. Given prescription for Zofran to take as needed. Advised to follow up in one or two days here or pediatrician if not clearing. Also, advised to go to emergency room if worsens or may have to go if not getting better.
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
