The patient presents with bad cough and fever, started five days ago with stuffy nose.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother states fever up to 100 degrees with cough and congestion for the past five days and also not eating or drinking.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of autism 65%.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 100 degrees. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx with slight enlargement. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi with frequent coughing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests done. Strep test was positive.
IMPRESSION: Strep pharyngitis with bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zithromax and Bromfed on mother’s request. Told her that Medicaid may not cover Bromfed, but I think she could pay for prescription if she wanted it and she has had no results from other things and she wanted Bromfed DM which was given to her to take as needed.
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
