The patient presents sent home from daycare because of pinkeye. Also, mother worried about exposure to COVID because father with recent positive diagnosis.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Has pinkeye x3 days with some congestion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Father with COVID.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except for inflammation and slight exudate from both eyes without evidence of ocular or corneal infection or injury. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: Within normal limits. Musculoskeletal:’ Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep testing and COVID testing per mother’s request which were both negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Viral upper respiratory infection with conjunctivitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic in order to go back to daycare.
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
