The patient presents with history of right ear pain, cough, congestion, runny nose and feverish per mother for the past three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above, right ear pain x2 days with congestion for about six days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has had tubes put in two years ago. Has history of allergic rhinitis, recurrent otitis media and taking Singulair and Zyrtec as advised by doctor.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. Recently, moved here back from Alabama.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs without evidence of infection without tubes. Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had a strep test which was positive for strep.
DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis with upper respiratory infection with history of allergic rhinitis.

PLAN: Given amoxicillin for 10 days. Refilled Claritin that the patient takes in the morning with Zyrtec at night as per prior physician. Follow up as needed and to establish pediatrician in this area for routine care and as needed.
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
