NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological referral for reported findings of Alzheimer’s disease.

Recent admission for mixed cerebrovascular disease having suffered a middle cerebral artery stroke.

Currently, in post stroke care, receiving physical and speech therapy.

Dear Daniel McClough & Dr. Garrison,
Thank you for referring Donna Russ for neurological evaluation.
Donna is an elderly right-handed woman who currently has difficulty speaking having suffered a middle cerebral artery CVA.
At this time, she does not seem to have any neuromuscular tension or tremor. She attempts to arise from her wheelchair and ambulate with some difficulty, but is in therapy which she participates daily.
As you already know, she was admitted and evaluated at Mercy Medical Center – Dignity Health where she underwent evaluation and treatment care with findings of mixed cerebrovascular disease and apparent Alzheimer’s degeneration.
When seen initially on April 24, 2023, she was given laboratory sheets to complete a medical dementia evaluation, but these have not been completed.

Today, she appears unchanged, possibly slightly more mobile and responsive.
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I have re-issued the laboratory testing sheets, so that she can be tested for evaluation of Alzheimer’s disease or degenerative dementia or dementia of other etiologies.
In consideration of further care, reevaluation MR imaging of the brain with and without contrast might be valuable.
A cerebrovascular evaluation including magnetic resonance vascular angiography of the circle of Willis, intracranial and extracranial carotid and vertebral arteries may be additionally useful for risk factor evaluation.
I will see her back with results of her laboratory testing with further recommendations for treatment.
