Ms. Todd is a 26-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type I diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type I diabetes in 2009. She also has a history of diabetic ketoacidosis and anxiety. For her diabetes, she is on Humalog Junior 30 units average total daily dose per day and Lantus 18 units in the evening once daily. The patient has a significant fear of hypoglycemia. She averages about 6 to 8 units of Humalog Junior Pen with each meal. She also wears a Dexcom G6 and would like to try the G7.

Plan:
1. For her type I diabetes, we are going to check a current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel. Notably, the patient’s diabetes is complicated by history of diabetic ketoacidosis. The patient has significant fear of hypoglycemia. My recommendation is for her to take the Humalog Junior KwikPen 6 to 8 units with each meal and Lantus 24 units once daily.

2. The patient checks her blood sugar 10 times per day. She makes frequent dose adjustments to her insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. We are going to send in the prescription for the Dexcom G7.

3. For hypoglycemia, I have prescribed Baqsimi. This may be used for rescue hypoglycemia for blood sugars below 40.
