HISTORY: This is a 41-year-old gentleman here with painful rash on his penis. The patient states this has been going on for about a day or two. He states he usually gets in groin here that can get real big and has to have them drained and stated he came in early because he does not want that to happen. He described pain as sharp, rated pain 4/10, increased with touch.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies discharge. Denies swelling in his groin. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 142/81.

Pulse 94.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

GENITAL: Penis Shaft: There is a single papule with migrating erythema. No fluctuance. Tender to palpation. No discharge or bleeding.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis, penis shaft.

2. Rash, penis shaft.
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PLAN: The patient requested to be tested for allergies. He stated for years he was told by his parents that he is allergic to penicillin and just wanted to find out. He was tested in the clinic today with penicillin and other variables and he was negative. He was given injection of Rocephin IM 1 g. He was observed in the clinic for an additional 20 minutes and then reevaluated. He reports no side effects from the medication. The patient was sent home with doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
