CC: Earache and cough.

HPI: An 83-year-old seen in room. Couple of weeks ago, she was treated for a persistent cough with congestion of sinuses and upper airway but unable to expectorate. The patient was prescribed Mucinex DM one tab p.o q.12h. along with an antibiotic, which she states that it worked really good for her cough and would like to have it restarted. She has had left ear pain for couple of days. She denies any drainage from her ear. No vertigo or nausea.

DIAGNOSES: History of persistent cough with wheezing, HTN, unspecified dementia and seasonal allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/10/23 note.

ALERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and well nourished female pleasant able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/61, pulse 72, respirations 14, and weight 232 pounds.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. Nares patent. No frontal or maxillary sinus tenderness to percussion. She has positive left ear tug and slight tenderness to palpation of both ears posteriorly.

RESPIRATORY: She has normal effort and rate. No cough, however, there is rhonchi bilateral lung fields.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Trace LEE.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2-3. Speech is clear. Able to give information
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left earache. Hyland’s earache medicine is ordered take as directed.

2. Cough with congestion. Mucinex DM one p.o. q 12h. until resolved.
