CC: Change of behavior.

HPI: A 75-year-old with dementia and BPSD in the form of care resistance and agitation. Today, staff note that there is just a change in her behavior, she is generally agreeable to taking medications to include insulin and will come out for meals and interact appropriately with residents. However, today, she has just been more fidgety and disagreeable. I observed her sitting at the head of the table during activity and she remained there for over an hour. I approached her and I asked her how she was feeling and she said okay and I told her that staff had noted that there was some change in her behavior, being more agitated and disagreeable and she said “yes”, she said, “everything gets on my nerves” and I brought up the issue of a UA. She said, “I get those a lot” and she said, “I can do it if you want me to” and so I told her we would order a UA with C&S.
DIAGNOSES: Overall diagnoses are dementia with BPSD; behavioral issues have been in remission, insulin-dependent diabetes, hypothyroid, HLD, depression, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/04 note.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, CODEINE, and GENTAMICIN.

DIET: DM II.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient acknowledges being more disagreeable and did not really notice that in my observations with her.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/91, pulse 76, temperature 98.2, respirations 16, and weight 130.4 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. No LEE. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: BPSD with question of UTI. UA with C&S ordered and we will treat accordingly once we have results.
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
