CC: Reported lower extremity edema and SOB.
HPI: A 92-year-old with COPD, CHF, and end-stage vascular dementia, seen in room. He was in his recliner lying quietly, but awake and actually cooperative to exam. The patient does not say much, makes limited eye contact, but when asked if he was in pain, he was quiet for a while, then said no and asked if he was short of breath and he said no. The patient does not generally exert himself as he gets around in an electric scooter and he is a full-transfer assist with a Hoyer lift.

DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced to end-stage vascular dementia, CHF, HTN, atrial fibrillation, COPD, dysphagia with silent aspiration, hypothyroid, and very HOH.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/11.

ALLERGIES: CARDIZEM and AMIODARONE.
DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: Advance directive.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He was resting comfortably, but allowed exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/71, pulse 60, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, and weight 204 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is a fairly good-sized male height-wise with decreased motor strength. He has trace edema ankle and pretibial. No edema of his upper extremities.

CARDIAC: Heart sounds are distant, could not appreciate MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Posterior and anterolateral lung fields relatively clear. He had no cough. There is symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: He has briefly made eye contact, just said a few basic words and communicated to him that if there was anything that he needed to let staff know and explained to him that I was seeing him because of concerns for lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. SOB. The patient denied shortness of breath. He has, for the most part, been sedentary either lying in his recliner or sitting up in his electric wheelchair that he operates. He does have p.r.n. O2 per NC with nebulizer treatments as needed.

2. Edema, not significantly present. He is already on Lasix 40 mg q.a.m. and 20 mg q.p.m.
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
