History: Ms. Todack is a 71-year-old white female who was seen about two weeks ago with leg edema and a sort of panic reaction and she was paranoid that somebody had broken into her apartment. When I asked her today, she states she found out that there was a big lightening between the two buildings where the patient states which caused the commotion and all the people living in the apartment were affected, but that nobody had broken into the apartment. The patient had leg edema last time. The patient is on chronic opioid therapy per pain management for her chronic back pain, which apparently she is tolerating it well. I do not know why, but the pain management doctor had prescribed her some lidocaine patches. She states the patches help with the pain, but it has some latex in it and that caused her to have allergy, so she is not going to use the lidocaine patches. The patient has type II diabetes mellitus and is on Tresiba insulin and this leg edema though it is better on Lasix and she has lost 10 pounds of weight, I think we definitely need to do cardiac workup to be sure that the patient does not have some sort of cardiomyopathy or normal ejection fraction congestive heart failure that is giving rise to leg edema and a cardiology referral is made.
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
