History: Mr. Martinez was accompanied by his wife. He showed me two lesions that he had on two different legs, but not more than two. The lesions did have maculopapular appearance, but no blister formation. I really did not want to prescribe him any medication as it seems to be healing. His lab work that was done after his last visit results discussed. The patient does have microalbuminuria, has good A1c, but his creatinine has increased to 1.47 from 1.25. He states he is tolerating NEXLETOL for his cholesterol well, but he states his co-pay was more than $100 for this medicine and he would not be able to afford it for long. Dr. Mitchell is his cardiologist who made the change. The patient does have history of coronary artery disease and coronary artery bypass graft surgery. The patient has had UroLift surgery done by Dr. Ravanbakhsh about one and half years ago. The patient may need to take a small dose of Farxiga. The patient had seen Dr. Vasudev in the past. I would like to see the patient back in the office in two weeks to check for the rash as well as his kidney function. He may need a referral to Dr. Vasudev again.
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
