History: Ms. Nash is a 71-year-old white female:

1. Chronically ill.

2. Long-standing diabetes.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. History of severe gastroenteritis.

6. Severe chronic pain and is on chronic opioids.
Sees Dr. Fino and has had surgery done by Dr. Gundanna. Dr. Gundanna wants to do three surgeries and put a spinal cord stimulator. The patient has already had a test stimulator put in and she liked how it helped her pain. So, the patient is going to have two neck surgeries done and I have not okayed her for the surgery yet as she is going through some testing with the cardiologist. The patient is due for her eye exam and due for mammograms and bone density. She said she will try to make an appointment. Her A1c has gone up to 8.2. When I asked her if she was taking Invokana, she did not remember. I told her to call me back and then she stated she did not have Invokana in her med list. Though my nurse who made a med list in March when she brought all her bottles, did show Invokana, so it is hard to know whether she is taking it or not and I have to trust the patient apparently she is not taking it, so we may try to get her some samples of Jardiance instead of Invokana and see how she does. At this point, I have advised her to get the eye exam done at Greene Eyes and finish cardiology clearance and then see me at which time we will do blood work and the antigen for the bacteria that caused her to have sepsis, which is C. difficile infection and we will do the antigen test of that and we will see her in the office in a month.
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
