History: Mr. Dunn was seen today with left ear infection and upper respiratory infection and was wanting antibiotics and the patient has multiple chronic problems, so good idea that he takes the antibiotics.
The patient has multiple medical problems that include:

1. Coronary artery disease in the native artery.

2. Systolic congestive heart failure.

3. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation I48.0.

4. Bundle branch block I45.4.

5. Cardiomyopathy unspecified with last ejection fraction of 30-35% in November 2022.

6. Left ventricular hypertrophy I51.7.

7. Hyperlipidemia E78.0.

8. Essential hypertension.

9. Cardiac defibrillator in place dual camber.

10. Former smoker Z87.891.

11. Family history of ischemic heart disease Z82.49.

12. Mitral valve insufficiency I34.0.

13. Moderate mitral regurgitation.

14. Chronic closed fracture of left orbit S02.85XA.

15. Chronic kidney disease N18.9. Creatinine increased to 2.76, then reduced to 1.46 and reduced to 1.33 and creatinine increased with Entresto to 2.34 and then to 2.37 and Entresto stopped and the creatinine was 1.69.

The patient sees Dr. Khan. His furosemide is reduced to 20 mg a day and the creatinine is reduced to 1.42. The patient did not bring his med list, but he tells me today that he is off Eliquis and off amiodarone. The patient’s labs of 05/08/23, showed sodium of 136, potassium 3.6, creatinine 1.42, GFR 53, total cholesterol 150, HDL 55 and LDL 66. I have sent the patient for A1c, CBC, and CMP today. The patient’s med list at home reconciled. It was noted that the patient is not taking Eliquis or amiodarone and that the patient is off Entresto also. Dr. Mitchell’s notes reviewed. No new medication changes done. We will see him in the office in a month.
