PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 140 pounds; has lost 4 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 72. Blood pressure 118/65.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
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NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. A 2/6 systolic ejection murmur noted.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hypertension controlled.
2. BPH. Continue with Flomax.
3. UA ordered.

4. His prostate is around 30 g on the ultrasound, which is huge.
5. Fatty liver.
6. Mild carotid stenosis.
7. Strong family history of stroke.

8. No hemodynamically unstable lesions noted.

9. Lymphadenopathy in the neck.

10. Slight palpitations stable.

11. His echocardiogram is within normal limits.

12. No significant valvular abnormality noted.
13. Reevaluate the patient in three months.
14. Call the patient with the results of the blood work as soon as available. UA and rest of blood work will come back in three days.
