Mrs. Shore is a 72-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter several years ago. She reports some compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia. She had a thyroid ultrasound done in Okeechobee and this noted that she had a thyroidectomy, which was partial on the right side, so she had a partial right thyroidectomy. On the remaining left thyroid lobe, there is a dominant nodule that are several and they are 1.6 x 2.0 cm and other one measuring 1.7 x 8.1 cm and another one measuring 4.2 x 4.0 cm. This causes some compressive symptoms at the thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done on 01/24/2023, which confirmed surgical removal of the right thyroid lobe, partial thyroidectomy, which was done in the 1980s and on the left remaining thyroid lobe, they noted multiple nodules measuring 1.6 x 2.0 cm and other one 1.7 x 8.1 cm and another one measuring 4.2 x 4.0 cm. Due to the large size of these nodules, coupled with compressive symptoms, I will be referring the patient to Dr. Clayman at the Thyroid Center for surgical consultation regarding the thyroid nodules.

2. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

3. Followup in 6 to 8 weeks to review the results of the consultation.
