This is a 53-year-old gentleman with history of COPD. The patient has had COPD for some time with progressive decline. He has chronic dyspnea. He is on oxygen, of course, suffers from air hunger, anxiety, difficulty with sleeping at night with increased confusion and memory loss due to hypoxemia. The patient suffers from generalized weakness. He is total ADL dependent and is bowel and bladder incontinent. He has lost weight because his only eating 10% of his food of his meals and suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. He is expected to do poorly and live less than six months, hence he was placed on hospice for end-of-life care.
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
