Neuro: He is awake, alert and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

2. Multiple falls with ambulatory dysfunction.

3. History of Afib.

4. History of sick sinus syndrome status post pacemaker placement

5. Across the right shoulder suspected adhesive capsulitis. The patient will need outpatient or while he here need to follow with orthopedic and I have requested already the consultation in the previous visit. .
