History: Ms. McDonald was seen today. She has type II diabetes mellitus. Her A1c is reduced on Ozempic. Her insurance does cover Ozempic. She is taking 0.5 mg once a week. I have given her the prescription for three months. The patient has an eye appointment with Dr. Varvel in about two to three weeks. I told the patient she must have eye exam done. She understands plan of treatment. I told her real learning more and more about Ozempic every day, about hair loss, about Ozempic face, about weight loss and case reports of worsening of retinopathy in patients who already had diabetic retinopathy and now taking Ozempic. The patient’s peripheral vascular disease testing was normal. The patient is advised to see us at the end of this month to see if she is tolerating Ozempic well. The patient then wanted to discuss about hair dye and cataracts and I told her what I knew, but I did not know that hair dye causes cataracts. The patient is to continue Ozempic. Diabetes is controlled. She should continue Ozempic. We will see her in the office in a month.
