History: Ms. Deme is a 92-year-old white female and the patient’s niece with whom Ms. Deme is staying called me and stated that she is running fever for the past one week. Apparently, the patient got her last Orencia shot at Dr. Pocurull’s office on 05/05/23 or 05/06/23, following which she has developed this. She states she is off all prednisone now. Her med list reconciled. The niece states she has been having 101 and the highest fever has been 101.5 and the lowest has been about 100°F for the past seven days. The patient does not appear ill. She states she took some nitrofurantoin for possible UTI, but she states it is not making any difference. The fever is not constant, but is coming off and on. I told the patient we will need workup for FUO (fever of unknown origin) that will include labs and chest x-ray. I advised her to hold off all the infusions at this time. She states she understands that. Because she is running fever, advised her to hold off any shots in the eyes too. The patient incidentally was afebrile today when I saw her. However, I told the family they will need serial exams and she is going to be seen in the office in next 7 to 10 days.
