HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-month-old little boy here with pink eye worse on the left side than the right. No other issues verbalized. Has not been running any fever. No inconsolable crying. He takes his breastfeedings well. Has six to eight wet diapers daily usually more. No crying. No colic type presentation.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling. This patient was a normal birth. No complications are verbalized by the mother.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is a normal living infant. No excessive crying. He has good colour, but once again, bacterial conjunctivitis is present bilaterally with discharge at the inter canthus.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 18. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenating 99% on room air.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will receive gentamicin one drop to each eye every four hours for two to three days until clear #1 bottle.

Mother is going to monitor symptoms and return to clinic if not improving.
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
