Dear Sister Macht:

This is a followup for Mr. Krepps with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Doing low sodium.  Stable edema.  No ulcer or claudication.  Chronic back pain.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Seeing neurosurgeon Dr. Adams on July 7, left-sided foot numbness.  He denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness, or blood.  Stable shortness of breath.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No orthopnea or PND.  Problems of insomnia.  Wakes up at 3 in the morning, stays up for few hours and goes back to sleep few more hours.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight verapamil, Demadex, and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Weight at home 210, this is a phone visit with a blood pressure 132/84.  Sounds alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No evidence of respiratory distress or expressive aphasia.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, creatinine 4.3, has been progressive overtime, GFR 14, normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.8.  Normal white blood cell, large red blood cells 100.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage V.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  Has chronic dyspnea, but no change from baseline.  He has not required oxygen.  There has been normal potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Mild anemia, does not require EPO treatment.  We discussed the meaning of advanced renal failure.  He already has done the educational class.  He needs to have an AV fistula to be ready.  We start dialysis based on symptoms, but he is getting closer.  Encouraged to come here in person.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. The patient verbalized understanding.
