HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 19-year-old female patient here with a complaint of right eye infection. She complains that the conjunctiva is red and itchy and also eye is matted; upper lid matted shut in the morning when she woke up today. She tries not to itch it, but she has trouble doing so. Left eye, no complaint as for now.

No other issues verbalized. No headache, shortness of breath, or abdominal pain. She maintains her normal daily activities normally. The right eye has become increasingly problematic for her with the itchiness and the redness. There is no change in her vision.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Ovarian cyst.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/67. Pulse 93. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 168 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Extraocular movements are intact and within normal limits bilaterally. Right eye does have much erythema to the conjunctiva. No visible discharge at the inner canthus at this time. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis on the right eye. The patient will receive gentamicin ophthalmic 0.3% one drop to that right eye every four hours for the next day or two. She is going to monitor for improvement and return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
