This is a 57-year-old male who is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  He was found to have acute respiratory failure with DKA and acute renal failure.  He required multiple sessions of hemodialysis.  He was not able to eat and drink much.  He was extubated.  Family decided for him not to have feeding tube or hemodialysis and transferred here under comfort/hospice care.  He never did get appropriate outpatient care because he did not have insurance or the funds to pay and to see the doctor frequently and get the lab or any testing.

Noncontributory.

SH:
Used to smoke and drink a lot and he used to drive trucks.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, confused, not able to talk clearly.
HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal.

NECK:  Supple.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry with scattered crackles.
ABDOMEN:  Soft.
EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.

CNS:  Moving all the extremities, but detailed exam is not possible.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Acute kidney failure, hypertension, insulin-dependent diabetes, and encephalopathy.
P:
The patient had acute life-threatening event for which he was hospitalized and then subsequently transferred here for rehabilitation and/or comfort care with hospice team.  Significant amount of time of 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team along with hospice team.  The patient’s sister is at bedside.  Family has decided comfort care.  We will keep the patient comfortable.  They do not want hemodialysis.  The patient is not eating much as well.
