Mr. Benjamin is a 68-year-old gentleman on hospice with coronary artery disease, congestive heart failure, EF around 15%, recently hospitalized with pedal edema, volume overload, CHF right-sided heart failure and anasarca.

Because of the swelling in the lower extremities, his scrotal and right leg ulceration, he required hospitalization, was on IV antibiotics and has been sent home now. The patient continues to have issues with edema. His edema remains the same. It is not worse. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with his brother who is currently also on hospice.

He requires help with ADL. He is bedbound. He requires nurse and aides to help him with his ADLs on daily basis, so the patient can remain alive on hospice. The patient is expected to live less than six months given his advanced CHF and the amount of edema that the patient had during the hospitalization. The patient has a visit from the wound care nurse tomorrow regarding dressing changes and his pain medication has been increased to deal with the amount of pain that he is on. The patient remains hospice appropriate. Again, he is expected to live less than six months. His KPS score is 40%. Other comorbidities include COPD, hepatitis C, and protein-calorie malnutrition.
