CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fall with injury to the right fifth toe with bleeding, occurred over 24 hours ago, still with some slight bleeding off and on and painful to touch.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma without meds.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Flat tight laceration small extending approximately 1.5 cm to dorsal and ventral surface of right fifth toe. Laterally, there is a laceration also extending approximately 1.5 cm with some gapping with 2 to 3 mm separation of edges.
Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Contusion and lacerations right fifth toe with some gapping of edges with wound greater than 24 hours.
PLAN: An x-ray obtained of foot shows no evidence of fracture. The patient’s mother is instructed to continue topical care with saline soaks and application of mupirocin ointment and to observe the signs of infection with recheck in a few days as necessary. Advised to apply mupirocin ointment and apply soft dressing to promote healing.
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
