SUBJECTIVE: The patient has no shortness of breath, no chest pain, no cough, and no congestion. No nausea or vomiting. Intermittent diarrhea, but is much better. The patient has dysuria few days ago and we sent urinalysis that was suggestive of WBC in the urine. The patient was started on Macrobid, but he has multiple allergies and the patient requested to be given Macrobid instead of any other antibiotic because of too many allergies. The patient also reported diarrhea last time and stool was sent for C. difficile that came back negative. Today, the patient has no chest pain. No cough. No congestion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 98/60. Pulse 66. Temperature 98.1 F. Respiration 18.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Trace edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert and oriented x 3

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI with dysuria suspected cystitis. We will complete total five days of Macrobid.

2. C. difficile is negative.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction. We will continue PT/OT.

4. Previous CVA.

5. Hypothyroidism.

6. History of prostatic hypertrophy.

7. History of COPD.
