CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of bitten by a centipede this morning on the shower curtain. He states that he felt pain and redness of site, left forearm, now with clearing inflammation and pain. He also states that he has a lesion on his left upper lip for the past three days without history of trauma, using peroxide at home.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above. Bitten by a centipede, left arm, five hours ago with redness and pain, now clearing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, sore left upper lip for the past three days without injury.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: With residual contact lesion above antecubital area with slight erythema without tenderness or abscess formation and also lesion to left upper lip with slight excoriation of skin superficial without evidence of herpetic infection or cellulitis. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Insect bite, left arm and apparent trauma to left face.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription of mupirocin to use on the left upper lip with observation of the lesion on the left elbow, to follow up as needed and to see PCP as necessary.
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
