CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of stepping on a sharp object while walking in the water in Trinity River two hours prior to being seen with complaints of moderate pain with some bleeding, now stopped.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above. Puncture wound, right foot, described as 6/10, walking in Trinity River.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart. Has history of multiple medical conditions including hypertension, low thyroid disease, migraines, depression, anxiety, and anemia.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: A linear puncture wound, right plantar foot, x2 cm with 3+ tenderness without palpable foreign body.

X-ray obtained of foot showed no evidence of foreign body.

IMPRESSION: Puncture wound, right foot.
PLAN: The patient was given tetanus toxoid. Advised to have warm bathing soaks to foot, go to ER if pain is not subsiding over the next day or two for further evaluation and possible foreign body. Advised to see PCP as well for followup.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Puncture wound right foot without evidence of foreign body.
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
