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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the diabetes mellitus. He has also hypertension, hyperlipidemia and Crohn’s disease. Lately, the patient had a minimal episode of abdominal pain that was arrested with liquid diet and antibiotics. The patient did not have to go to the hospital. He has been functioning well and does not have any complaints. The blood sugar has been with a hemoglobin A1c of 7.1.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient has gained two more pounds and the blood pressure is 128/61.

3. He had a history of vasovagal autonomic dysfunction that has been asymptomatic and is in remission.

4. Crohn’s disease that is treated with Asacol and the administration of mercaptopurine and is followed by the gastroenterologist. The patient is in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
