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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 54-year-old white male that has a history of polycystic kidney disease. The patient reached end-stage renal disease in 2006 and received a living related transplant that has been extremely successful. In the laboratory workup, the patient has a serum creatinine of 1.34 with an estimated GFR of 63 without evidence of any proteinuria. The patient has been immunosuppressed with tacrolimus. The levels are 5.4. For the next visit, we are going to check the BK virus.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. Today, it is elevated because the patient has been under a lot of stress. We are asking the patient to keep a log at home of the blood pressure and call us if the diastolic blood pressure is above 85.

3. Hyperlipidemia under control.

4. The patient has a history of retinal melanoma that is followed at the Bascom Palmer in Miami. The patient follows with the ophthalmologist every six months.

5. The patient does not have any evidence of anemia. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We spend 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
