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CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with history of recurrent cephalgia.

Dear Dr. Schwab & Professional Colleagues:

Brian Robert Kellerman was seen today for neurological evaluation requested by his wife with a history of recurrent cephalgia.
He gives a history of what is suspicious for common migraine with recurrent global and at times throbbing cephalgia infrequently associated for nausea and vomiting.
He has not been able to organize who demonstrate any serious precipitating or relieving factors. His headaches do improve with Excedrin Migraine and he reports drinking copious amounts of caffeinated Pepsi-Cola that he believes may contribute to his headaches – caffeinism.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
Unremarkable, headaches began as a preadolescent.
His clinical neurological examination is entirely unremarkable.
General examination shows a split heart sound with possible opening snap. Blood pressure today was 140/72 with a regular pulse.
His ambulatory examination is fluid and non-ataxic.
There are no pathological or primitive reflux signs on testing.
DIAGNOSTIC IMPRESSION:

Common migraine possible precipitating agent’s caffeinism.
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RECOMMENDATIONS:

Today, I have given him a prescription for a general men’s vitamin for his age.
We are going to supplement that with prophylactic doses of riboflavin vitamin B2 400 mg to take on daily basis.
Samples of Ubrelvy 100 mg tablets have been provided today with instructions on treatment.
We will see if the new medication is therapeutically beneficial and if so I will have him return to initiate Emgality injections for common migraine prophylaxis.
I will send a followup report when he returns in consideration of any further evaluation testing that might be indicated.
