History: Mr. Thompson is a 67-year-old markedly obese African American male who has multiple medical problems that include:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Has had knee replacement surgery, has difficulty ambulation, has lost some toes on both feet because of diabetes.
5. The patient has chronic renal failure also stage III.

The patient just changed his endocrinologist to Dr. Mittan who changed his Humalog 75/25 to Toujeo 78 units a day, also increased his Ozempic to 2 mg in 0.5 cc once a week. His A1c as ordered per Dr. Mittan. I reviewed the labs today, looked good. Mr. Thompson is advised weight loss, but hopefully Ozempic will help him lose weight and bring his sugars under better control. He wanted to know if he had a coupon for Ozempic and we did tell him that we had it and we handed over one 25-dollar for three months rebate coupon to Mr. Thompson. I ordered today for him also some labs because of his chronic renal failure that include cystatin C, PTH, 25-hydroxy vitamin D3 levels, microalbumin in urine and microalbumin and creatinine ratio and EGFR.
