The patient presents with questionable left ear pain, with questionable discharge, with fever of 101.3 a few days ago, now with slight cough and decreased appetite and slight diarrhea x2.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Maybe, slight dullness to left tympanic membrane without evidence of perforation or otitis externa. Pharynx with minimal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep screen performed was negative.
IMPRESSION: Followup respiratory infection without evidence of left otitis externa, possible early left otitis media.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax to take as directed. Follow up here and with pediatrician as per routine care and as needed.
