SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen and examined by me today. She still has a right shoulder limited range of motion and painful. No leg pain. No knee pain. No hip pain. The patient reported to fall a few days. We did x-rays. X-ray did not show any fractures. Chronic arthritic changes noted.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No sore throat. No ear or nose congestion.

Pulmonary: No cough. 

Cardiac: No chest pain. No palpitation.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Pain and aches right shoulder limited range of motion and painful.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/62. Pulse 79. Temperature 98.1 F. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 irregular.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Chronic edema. Right shoulder limited range of motion and painful movement.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and cooperative.

X-ray reviewed. No acute fracture noted in the hip and knee.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post fall with soft tissue trauma.

2. Generalized weakness.

3. Atrial fibrillation.

4. Right shoulder limited range of motion most likely adhesive capsulitis. Need to follow outpatient orthopedic.

5. History of sick sinus syndrome required pacemaker placement.

6. Heart failure with preserved ejection fraction.

7. Chronic stasis dermatitis.
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PLAN OF CARE: We will continue all his current medications. PT/OT followup to increase mobility and outpatient orthopedic follow up. He is supposed to see orthopedic, but still waiting. He has to follow orthopedic for his right shoulder limited range of motion and he may need steroid injection. It all depends on the orthopedic evaluation. Discussed with nursing staff.
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
