This is a history and physical examination on Mary Holbert.

This 73-year-old female comes here for evaluation. She smokes half a pack a day for last 45 years. Alcohol socially. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She complains of some rash over the neck, chest, and abdomen.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of COPD for last 10 years, history of hypertension, history of possible cardiac arrhythmia for which she sees Dr. Ramaswamy and she scheduled to see her next week. She also has history of possible peripheral neuropathy and she sees Dr. Lynn and her pulmonologist is Dr. Ayer. Past medical history also includes history of abdominal hysterectomy in 1998 for excessive bleeding.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on losartan 50 mg daily. She takes amlodipine 10 mg daily. She is on gabapentin 300 mg daily. She also is on Trelegy inhaler, albuterol inhaler, and Atrovent on p.r.n. basis. Her medication list also includes acetaminophen with codeine 300/30 mg return in March and also there is a prescription of bupropion 150 mg SR apparently she is not taking it anymore.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is a pleasant 73-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 4 feet 9 tall, weighing 121 pounds, and blood pressure 143/83.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally with rales on both sides and wheezing.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. COPD.

2. Hypertension.

3. Possible peripheral neuropathy.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipid, hemoglobin A1c, and TSH have her continue medication once available the lab are we will make further recommendations.
