This is a 42-year-old female who comes for evaluation today for thrombocytopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is quiet, offers no symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of schizophrenia and history of seizure disorder. She is on Depakote. She also has mild intellectual disability and metabolic syndrome.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes: She wears glasses.

ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC 6.6, hemoglobin 13.6, hematocrit 41.8, and platelet 129,000.
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DIAGNOSIS: Mild persistent thrombocytopenia secondary to Depakote.
