This is a 94-year-old male who was admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  He had UTI with sepsis and metabolic encephalopathy.  Now, he is feeling better, but complaining of generalized weakness.

PMH:
Significant for hypertension, Alzheimer's dementia, atrial fibrillation, osteoarthritis, and dyspepsia.

Noncontributory.

Denies smoking, drinking, or any drugs abuse.
ALLERGIES:

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x1-2, and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 is irregular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry with few scattered crackles.

ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema. 
CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted. 

LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
UTI with sepsis, metabolic encephalopathy, urinary retention, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, Alzheimer's dementia.

P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which he was hospitalized and then transferred to Skilled Nursing Facility because he was not able to take care of himself.  Significant amount of time of 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  He has indwelling Foley catheter.  He has IV antibiotics.  He is slightly confused and forgetful, but improving.  He has DVT prophylaxis.  His heart rate and blood pressure is stable.
