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TRANSITIONAL CARE VISIT

Patient Name: Ella Jiminez

Date of Visit: 06/08/2023

This is a transitional care visit within 14 days of discharge after surgery on the patient Ella Jiminez.

History: The patient was admitted to the hospital on 05/16/23 and discharged on 05/30/23. The patient was sent to Dr. Choi at Baylor College of Medicine for removal of the tumor. I do not have the records yet, but I talked to the patient. The patient was sent there for pseudomyxoma peritonei and Dr. Choi told the patient that it was a very aggressive tumor. When they did the surgery, they found a cyst around the belly button that needed clamping.
The patient’s other medical problems include:

1. Hypertension.

2. Unspecified diastolic heart failure.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Varicose veins of lower extremity with edema.
It was a debulking surgery. The tumor markers were elevated. Dr. Colato gave her a cardiac clearance and I gave her a medical clearance. The patient stated after the surgery they were going to send her home the next week, but the patient started running fever. So, they kept her for one more week and they sent her home on Augmentin. The patient just finished her Augmentin on 06/07/23. The Augmentin dose was 875 mg twice a day. The patient has no nausea. No fever. She states every time she eats she has to use the bathroom, the patient is continuing.

The patient’s med list on discharge:
1. Augmentin potassium 875 mg twice a day.

2. Atorvastatin 40 mg a day.

3. Lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg once a day.

4. Plain Tylenol. The patient states she does not have pain. So, she does not even take the Tylenol.
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She complains that she has lost some weight, she has lost some hair, but the patient was able to walk when I tried to do the video visit with her from the bedroom to her kitchen where they had set up the phone for the telehealth. There was some problem with the voice that I could not hear her well though I could see her and I could see her family at home and she was using a cane for ambulation. It is at that time I decided to change the video to telephone visit, which was done. Medicine reconciled. We will try to get the hospital records. Dr. Choi told her that she may need chemotherapy at a later time Currently, she does not have an appointment with the Cancer Center also. I have told her that I am going to visit with her again in two weeks and she can feel free to call me anytime if she is running into any problems like fever, cough, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. The patient understands my plan of treatment.
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
