Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Williamson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He was last here with me approximately two years ago. At that time, he was a student and he was noted to have nystagmus and amblyopia. Since that time, he states that he finished high school although he has not obtained employment. He states that he continues to have difficulties with his vision. He states that he cannot see straight ahead and the vision that he has in the periphery is not clear. He states that he has difficulties reading and difficulties using a computer. He states that he cannot distinguish between small objects.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is count fingers only on each side. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. A spectacle correction of –7.00 –2.00 x 160 on the right and –17.25 –0.75 x 17 on the left does not improve the vision at distance nor near. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a large left-sided exotropia and hypertropia. The muscle movements show a lateral and rotary nystagmus. The intraocular pressures measure 12 on the right and 14 on the left with the i-Care tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a small optic nerve head on the right and 2+ pallor to the optic nerve head on the left. There is no foveal light reflex on either side. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with uncertain reliability shows the absence of a visual field on each side.

Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.

2. Amblyopia.

3. Myopia.

Mr. Williamson has clinical findings that are consistent with the history and he does not show an interval change from when I examined him approximately two years ago. His findings can explain why he has difficulties reading small and moderate size print, distinguishing between small objects, and using a computer. His prognosis is poor.
