History: Mr. Landon Bisset is a 32-year-old white male who is a firefighter, who is married, who has two children. He states he has had attention deficit disorder for many years. He states he had attention deficit as a child and then he has developed attention deficit as an adult and he has been on Vyvanse for several years. He takes 60 mg a day. He does not remember if he had blood work done or EKG done or labs done in a while. He has never had a CNSVS testing done. I told him our procedure for evaluating ADHD patients for medications, we would like to do CNSVS, EKG, a urine drug screen, and complete lab and check the Texas PMP and if all that is good then we are able to refill the medicine. As this patient had been going to see Dr. Dudek and for some reason he is not able to prescribe any ADHD medicine, it is a good idea that he gets all this done. He told me that since he needed the prescription today and he signed the ABM form, that he can get the urine drug screen here and we stated we are not going to bill insurance, but it is going to cost him $45. He is agreeable. He does have ADHD. There seems to be a clear-cut history. He has not been sick with any other medical problems except for maybe some arthroscopic knee surgery or something like that. He states his work does get affected when he does not take the medication. So, he is really wanting to get the medicine refilled today. He is not taking any other medicine. He is not sick with any diabetes or high blood pressure or asthma or any other problems. He is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
