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1. DH, abdominal pain and lightheadedness. CBC, CMP, urinalysis and KUB negative. The patient was sent home with Imodium and Cipro, was happy with the care.

2. TH, 32-year-old woman with status post MVA, complaining of headache, disorientation and neck stiffness. CT of the head and neck were negative. The patient was already on Motrin, given Toradol in the emergency room, was sent home with Soma 250 mg (low dose). The patient was happy with the care received. Please be aware of the reputation of Soma and possible dependency issues.
3. NM, is a 10-year-old child with earache, vomiting, and fever. Step test was positive. Mother says the doctor just saw the patient for exactly one minute, never looked in his ears even though the mother stated that the child was having ear pain. He was given Bicillin one dose. Later on, the patient developed bleeding from his ear. He had to come back to the emergency room and was given drops, still no antibiotic given. Saw a different physician this time. The patient’s mother was quite upset because there was no examination of the patient and still no antibiotic given to the patient except for the one dose of Bicillin and ear drops.

4. KC, is a 3-year-old child status post MVA. Exam was negative, was sent home. Mother was happy with the care.

5. KN, 18-month-old in the same MVA, examined and sent home by Dr. O’Hearn. Everything was negative and mother was happy with the care.

6. SC, 41-year-old in an MVA, complaining of neck pain and chest pain. C-spine negative. Chest x-ray negative. Toradol in the emergency room. Sent home with Tylenol No. 3. The patient was happy with the care received.

7. RR, 48-year-old with laceration to the left arm 6 cm in length, closed and sent home with clindamycin. Left message for the patient to call me back.

8. TW, 9-year-old child seen with knee pain. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with sprain. Father was happy with the care received.
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9. KR, 44-year-old male, was there for removal of the sutures of chin laceration which was healed. No infection. Sutures removed. The patient did not answer his phone.

10. SW, 27-year-old with stomachache, back pain, tachycardic. No fever. No nausea or vomiting. Swab test negative. UA showed leukocytes. Sent home with Cipro. Left message for the patient to call me back.

11. SW, 30-year-old female with blood pressure of 184/169, came down to 160/88, complaining of headache. She had fallen down the stairs. CT scan and x-rays of the head, face, shoulder, and arms were all negative. Sent home with Tylenol No. 3. The patient is doing better today and was happy with Dr. O’Hearn’s care.

12. TM, 62-year-old woman seen with possible UTI, fever, history of diabetes, hypertension, and anxiety disorder. Fever of 101. Nitrites were negative. Leukocytes were negative. There was slight blood in the urine. Blood sugar was 267. White count was 18,000. The patient was sent home with Cipro with possible UTI. She states she is a little bit better today, still having fever. Please consider CT scan in a patient with a white count of 18,000 with possible UTI, but in face of negative nitrites and leukocytes or even if the nitrites and leukocytes were positive, given the white count of 18,000, the patient deserves more workup.

13. JF, 17-year-old male with vomiting, stomachache, fever, and weakness. The patient’s chemistry and CBC were negative. IV fluid given. Zofran given. The patient was seen by Dr. Healing on Friday. At that time, white count was 18,000. The patient had a positive THC. Swab test negative. No CT was done then or now. The patient was diagnosed with cannabinoid hyperemesis and was sent home. Mother states the patient is doing a little bit better today.

14. JS is a 68-year-old woman with sore throat, URI symptoms, mild shortness of breath already on Tessalon and Keflex. Chest x-ray negative. Switched to Levaquin, doing better today. 
15. NT, 46-year-old woman with headache, possible blood pressure elevation. The patient’s blood pressure was 186/121 at home and 159/90 in the emergency room. CT negative. She was given Toradol for headache, but no medications for blood pressure. Must consider antihypertensive medications till the patient is able to see her physician. What is there to keep her blood pressure from coming back up? Don’t see wisdom in that.

16. TP, 27-year-old with possible high blood pressure and headache. Blood pressure 156/99. No history of hypertension. The patient had no lab, urinalysis or pregnancy test done. No family history was noted. She was told to go home and check her blood pressure and see her doctor. Her blood pressure is still high. The physician circled the wrong chief complaint. He circled high blood sugar as opposed to high blood pressure. Please pay attention to charting since this chart will be probably reviewed by UnitedHealthcare.
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17. AB, is a 21-year-old woman with vaginal bleed after her menstrual cycle. Pregnancy test was negative. No treatments were given. The patient was sent home. She did not answer her phone.

18. SB, 45-year-old with swollen face and dental caries. Clindamycin in ER and Clindamycin and Tylenol No. 3 at home were given. No one answered the phone.

19. DP, 56-year-old male with stomachache. Swab test negative. White count 22,000. Dr. O’Hearn noted the white count was 22,000. No CT was done. Nothing was written about admitting the patient for observation or rechecking the white count. The patient is a little bit better today. More planning should have been done around the white count at least a CAT scan or arranged followup to repeat white count. Chemistry was within normal limits.
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
