HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old little girl here with complaint. She was out playing yesterday. She had a wasp sting her at her left wrist. She has been experiencing much erythema and edema to that area and tender to touch as well. Also, having some significant warmth to that area as well. Grandmother is here with her and they wanted to get it looked at today.

They have been applying cold compresses to it, but has not gotten much relief.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, interacts well with me through the exam, well nourished, well developed, well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 97/57. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenating well at 100% on room air. Current weight 50 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm when she calms down; at first assessment during the vital signs, it was 112.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that left wrist, she seems to cooperate well through the exam today. There is some warmth to that area. There is erythema to that area. However, nothing ominous.

I have advised that they go home, apply cold compresses and take over-the-counter Benadryl, to that effect, we will also add amoxicillin due to the erythema and warmth.

Plan of care has been explained to the grandmother. I have answered all their questions today. They will return to clinic or call me if needed.
