CC: Wound care.

HPI: A 91-year-old with wounds to bilateral feet varying from the heel on one foot to the lateral foot on the other. The patient is followed by Excel Home Health however wound care needs and exceeded what they are able to do so Previse wound care was ordered and began seeing the patient on 06/06/23. This issue was clarified with Excel and we will continue with them as home health, but wound care is turned over to Previse. The patient was seen in room. He was resting comfortably and his wife’s daughter and her husband were visiting. When I spoke to him he was alert he denied any pain. He stated that he had decreased discomfort in his feet and is pleased with the care provided Previse.

DIAGNOSES: Left and right heel pressure sore, right great toe pressure sore and open area, CKD on hemodialysis Monday and Friday, CHF, gout, and BPH.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Currently full code.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note two weeks ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/55, pulse 81, temperature 98.2, respirations 18 and weight 156.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Bilateral feet right and left heel and right great toe were cleansed with normal saline IPP and then Medihoney and calcium alginate applied and secured with Kerlix.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert. He makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He can voice his needs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Wound care to be followed by Previse. Wounds are getting smaller in size and evidence of healing in progress and no significant pain.

2. Advance care planning. I spoke with son/POA Bruce regarding the patient’s advanced directive which indicates that he wants no heroic measures and explained that a DNR would need to be put into place to support these requests. Bruce believes that in the past his father has had a DNR. He acknowledges that his father is afraid of dying but realistic that his age and diagnoses would likely if he survived “be further compromised than he is now”, which he does not want. Physician certification DNR form is signed at son’s request and placed in chart. Advance care planning 83.17 and direct POA contact 10 minutes.
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
