CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after a fall and complaining of right hip pain, cough, and both-sided chest wall pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he fell down at home on his right side. The patient did not passed out. He then went to the emergency room and he had an x-ray of the right hip, which was unremarkable. There were no fractures after that the patient was given pain medication and went home. Right hip pain is on and off and the worse pain level is 4 or 5 upon exertion and it is completely relieved upon resting.
The patient also complained of cough mostly dry for past few days and he has not taken any over-the-counter medications.

The patient also complained of both-sided ribcage pain started about a week ago most likely related to coughing and the patient does not have any fever or chills and there was no wheezing and the patient denied any contact with any serious infections or allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or passing out.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of depression and he is on buspirone 5 mg one tablet three times a day and also he has vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 supplement 5000 units one tablet twice a day as per the specialist.
The patient also has a history of stent placement and he is on Plavix 75 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on Jardiance 10 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of ankylosing spondylitis and he is on Enbrel 50 mg injection once a week.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing. There is a minimal tenderness of the ribcage bilaterally without any skin changes.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or focal weakness.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient uses walker.
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
