CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 65-year-old Trans female who is seen for initial evaluation. 

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is noted to have history of osteoarthritis. She is seen for evaluation. She denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations. She denies abdominal discomfort. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Osteoarthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgical reconstruction for Trans female. 
MEDICATIONS:
1. Estrogen 2 mg to take daily.

2. Alphadol p.r.n.

3. Acyclovir 20 mg p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had permanent pacemaker, otherwise unremarkable. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: She has prior history of heroin use but none in 20 years.  There is no cigarette use or alcohol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: No weight loss or gain.

Skin: Unremarkable.

Heent: Eyes: She wears glasses.

Gastrointestinal: She reports antacid use.

Musculoskeletal: She reports osteoarthritis of the lower back.

Neurologic: She reports occasional migraine headache.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/69, pulse 84.

Genitourinary examination is not performed; otherwise unremarkable’
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 61 bmp; otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: A 65-year-old female with a history of osteoarthritis, trans female is seen for initial evaluation. She currently appears stable. She has not had colonoscopy. We will refer for routine colonoscopy for Dr. Ralph Peterson. CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, and urinalysis will be ordered. Echo and EKG ordered.
