CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 69-year-old female with history of hypothyroidism. 
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: She was traveling on 12/01 through 13. She had subsequently developed lower extremity pain and shortness of breath. She had been evaluated by Dr. __________ who ordered a CT angio. This revealed pulmonary embolism. Doppler of the lower extremity revealed DVT. The patient was initially evaluated in the office on 01/09/2022 when she noted dyspnea on exertion. She had been followed in our office since 01/09/2023. She had previously been followed at Kaiser. She is not taking care in the private sector. She has no chest pain or palpitations. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. DVT.

2. Pulmonary embolism.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. Alopecia totalis.
5. She has history of gastroesophageal reflux disease.

6. Genital herpes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Arthrodesis, lesser toe, third right toe.

2. Bunionectomy with osteotomy post metatarsal right.

3. Bunionectomy with distal osteotomy first ray
4. Fallopian tube ligation, infection of abdominal or vaginal vault.

5. Operations on hammertoe.
6. Tenotomy and capsulotomy of lesser toe, third toe.
MEDICATIONS:

1. Levothyroxine 75 mcg one daily.

2. Xarelto 15 mg.

3. Vitamin D daily.

4. Vitamin C daily.

5. Multivitamin one daily.

6. *__________* 150 mg one b.i.d. 
7. Vitamin B12 daily.
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ALLERGIES: ERYTHROMYCIN results in itching and SULFA results in blood shot eyes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with dementia. Three aunts with dementia. Father died with brain tumor. Sister had DVT and PE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She has no history of cigarette smoking. No history of alcohol use. There is no history of drug use. She was an employee at Kaiser. She is now retired. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/81, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18, height 65”, and weight 196.8 pounds.

Exam otherwise unremarkable. 

EKG sinus rhythm 83 beats per minute. Nonspecific ST change. 

IMPRESSION: A 69-year-old female with history of DVT and PE. She reports chest pain. She has never had colonoscopy. She has a history of DVT and pulmonary embolism. 
PLAN: Labs for protein C and protein S, and Factor V Leiden. She was given Nystatin swish and swallow for oral lesions. Follow up in four months or p.r.n.
