CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is 36-year-old male who was seen by initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 36-year-old male who is known to have history of autism. He further has speech impairment and seasonal allergies. He has been followed by Dr. Andrew Greenberg for symptoms of mild prominent symptoms of daytime sleepiness and fatigue. He had subsequently been diagnosed with sleep apnea. The patient is seen here for initial evaluation. He had no complaint at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As noted include sleep apnea, in addition to sleep apnea he has had mild dyspnea.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

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IMPRESSION:
1. Sleep apnea.

2. Active autism.

PLAN: CBC, chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, and urinalysis. We will need to follow up on blood pressure. We will not treat slightly elevated blood pressure at this time as CPAP is being introduced. I will hope that his blood pressure would become control once he is started on CPAP.
